Threading is a movement concept that originated
from the breaking scene. The concept is simple,
you connect two body parts together to create an
opening which another body part goes through.
B-boys developed the concept to add another
dimension and complexity level on top of their
virtuosic vocabulaire that Justin was fascinated

in from day one. The individual research is very
interesting, but the real magic arrives when you add
more bodies into the picture.

Justin de Jager started as a breaker and because
of his interests in different movement languages,
he got in touch with contemporary dance soon
afterwards. After studying at multiple academies,
he decided to follow his own path and started
developing his own interpretation of the movement
concept ‘threading’. Justin’s work is characterized
by complex partner work that brings you in a
hypnotising trance.
